Re-sealing? 
That’s just half of it!

One of the golden rules 
at the Marina is CLEAR 
ACCESS on the water 
structures at all times.

It is imperative that piers and fingers are kept clear 
of any obstructions. Not only for the convenience of 
all owners and trades-people in every-day use, but 
especially in case of emergency. Right now, dinghys 
(and other stuff!), improperly stowed on fingers, is a 
problem and needs to be corrected without delay! 

PLEASE POSITION THE DINGHY ON THE 
INSIDE OF YOUR BERTH

The dinghy must overhang the water 
NOT OBSTRUCT THE PIER OR FINGER

At the moment there seems to be rash of cases of 
mis-stowed dinghys. The few examples shown here 
show exactly what we mean. To all who are infringing 
- please take action immediately. Call Customer 
Services for advice. Thank you.

With fences and diggers and graders and rollers having 
been around for quite a while now, you might well be 
asking ‘Why is this taking so long?’. The reason is, that 
there is  more to the job than meets the eye.

But first we thank all of our berth-holders and visitors 
around Piers D to I for being so patient while these 
restorative works are carried out.  Your full parking space 
will be back soon!

It’s not just resealing the car parks. That’s the simple part. 
The other part is all about installing a new water supply 
system for fire-fighting and that includes laying mains and 
piping to all piers. It had to be done. The old, and original, 
system was past it’s use-by date!

DINGHY RACK GUIDELINES

•  All dinghy racks must be supplied and 
fitted by the Marina.

•  Size should be suitable for the berth and 
fitted correctly.

•  They should always be positioned to 
avoid any access obstruction to the pier 
or the finger.

•  Dinghies should be stored on their 
sides – not in a vertical manner. High 
winds can cause damage to the berth 
structure. We recommend removing 
dinghies from their racks when storms 
are forecast.

•  Please consult with Customer Services 
who will assist in getting you the best 
result.
